Finance

Financial Secretary’s Report:

We had a super month as it was the highest receipt month so far in this fiscal year. Excluding
special benevolence, we exceeded total budgeted receipts by $7,248, with envelopes representing

6,54

1 of the positive variance. The last time we had a month higher than this over the last 2 fiscal

years was last Dec, which is always high because of that being a holiday. The major reason for

the e

xcellent results was the catchup of a couple members, including the conversion of a stock

donation.

Highlights include:

Oct envelopes were above budget by 6,541

Plate also exceeded budget by 523 and was the highest in a while due to a fairly decent
contribution from one family

Other receipts were also above budget due to baptism receipts

As a result of above, total receipts were $7,248 above budget excluding special
benevolence

YTD envelopes are now 8,430 above budget due to one time receipts, and the catchup of
some members mentioned above. Plate now is only (368) behind budget, other receipts
are ahead by 188, and grand total receipts are 7,730 above budget excl special
benevolence
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e Vs prior year for the 5 month period, envelopes are almost the same being only 700
below last year. And total receipts excl spec benev are actually 1,000+/-ahead as plate,
flowers and other receipts were higher.

e Asan FYI, of the total amount of the stock conversion which was for the person's pledge
for the full fiscal year, only 5/12th was taken into receipts for this month, not the entire
amount, which is consistent with other one time receipts for the full year. The balance
stays in deferred revenue and will be amortized over the balance of the year.

Treasurer’s Report:
e October 2021 realized $28,688 in Revenue and $2,625 in Net Income.
- Revenue was +$7,439 vs. budget (higher envelopes) and Expenses were -$840 lower than
budget (mostly Mutual Ministry due to lower employee benefits)
e October YTD 2021 realized $110,567 in Revenue and $-26,357 in Net Loss.
- Revenue was above budget by +$7,771 due to higher envelopes, partially offset by lower
plate and flower donations.
- Expenses were under budget by +$7,189
» Lower employee benefits — Colleen no longer in Faith’s benefit program
= Lower Church maintenance, from lower repairs and cleaning costs. This more than
offset higher costs of parsonage
= Lower Christian Education, mostly vacation Bible school
= Lower Pastorate expenses
* Timing of Pulpit and Office Admin Supply
e Overall, YTD Loss before Budget Gap was +$15,140 lower than budget

e Gift of Love letter was distributed for review by Council.
Property — Mike Pfau provided the following from the November 9 meeting:

e Direct Install update: The HVAC unit has not been received by the installer, still waiting.
Barbara will call to check on status.
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e The roof was checked for damage near the hallway leak. There looks to be some flashing
that could use some tar sealer to hold it to the roof better. Sealant was applied.

e Fire Marshall was in for an annual inspection. The EXIT sign by the back door is not
working. Tom has completed installing the new sign.

e The siding above the roof line and above the back narthex door has been painted. (The
outside wall of the old narthex facing Beekman -- darker siding -- will be painted on
the workday in the spring.)

e The back door is sticking. The door was evaluated during the meeting. A plan was put in
place to correct the sticking and will be implemented during next workday.

e Need to check the light in the office that has gone out. The fixture is not working, will call
the lighting people to come back and look at it.

e Dale and Tom removed the dead pine tree by the street.

e There was a leak in the ceiling by the kitchen (in the hallway) that occurred during storm
Ida. Will wait till the end of hurricane season and until the new HVAC is installed to replace
tile. The one damaged tile has the fire sensor, the system will have to be put into test mode
while it is being replaced. Hope is that sealant placed on the roof has corrected this leak.

e Groundhogs may be back. Phil checked and said they have been unable to get under the
mesh wire. He will keep an eye on it.

e Need to replace the outside lightbulb with the back door. Need additional light bulbs.

e Parsonage gutters should be cleaned out after majority of leaves have fallen. Check with
Pastor Jill.

e Hang wreath in sanctuary: 60 inch wreath was purchased for the back wall in the sanctuary,
white hook should be purchased and installed to hold 35-40 lbs. Worship and music
needs to identify where the hook is to be placed

e 13 November 13th Workday Tasks:

— Fix back door

— Trim bushes

— Replace rotten siding on roofline of back narthex (weather permitting)
— Fix door sticking door to orange Sunday school classroom

— Fix closet doors in large Sunday school classroom

— Rake mulch to smooth out near groundhog area

— Clean grill and store back in sprinkler room

— Drain outside hose and store for winter

e Sink in sanctuary, smells when you run the water: This is most likely due to lack/infrequent
use of the hot water. Once a week Colleen/Altar Guild should run the hot water until the
water 1s no longer hot. (Water will automatically reheat). DONE

e Urinal in front Men’s room lavatory reported to not shut off dependably: Looked at urinal,
flushed 6 to 7 times no problem was seen. Keep an eye on it. Likely due to some
calcification of the valve due to infrequent use. DONE

e Spray head on sink hose in kitchen reported leaking: Removed end of sprayer, cleaned up,
put back on, no longer leaking. Keep an eye on it. DONE
